The 50-story tower located next
to the Hyatt Regency Dallas hotel is one of
Dallas' most recognizable landmarks. Its
display of revolving lights can be seen for
miles. From its revolving restaurant
Antares, visitors get an impressive
panoramic view of the Dallas landscape.

A group of Lakewood arearesidents
were searching for away to achieve better
access to White Rock Lake. They were cut
off from the lake by a 20-foot-tall earthern
barrier with steep sides. The old Cotton
Belt Railroad tracks used to run along the
top of the barrier. Thisisnow a Dallas
Area Rapid Transit (DART) right of way.

While researching possible ways to get
through the barrier, it was discovered that
there was an old Katy Railroad spur that
cut under the barrier. It once was used to
channel coal to the pump station at White
Rock. Y ou will remember that the lake at
one time was the water supply for the City
of Dallas.

A little digging revealed the top of an
underpass buttress. It was decided that fill
dirt would be removed to reopen the
passage.

When compl eted the new ideawill be
lower in both original construction cost and
continuing maintenance costs.

The old Dallas Power & Light Building
at 1506 Commerce St. may get anew life.
Plans are in the works to turn the 20-story
Art Deco classic tower into 150- plus
apartments and 28,000 square feet of retail
space.

To help move the $33 million project
along, the City of Dallaswill kick in $6.5
million of Tax Increment Financing funds.

The city islooking for funds to remodel
the old municipal building at Commerce
and Harwood. The building is pretty much
vacant since the police department moved
into their new building.

The building is considered a Beaux Arts
jewel. In addition to housing the city
offices for so many years, it isthe place
where Jack Ruby gunned down Lee Harvey
Oswald in the basement.

The feeling is that the city will find some
way to preserve thisimportant piece of
history. The building fronts on a piece of
property the city plansto use for a
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downtown park at some time in the future.

After four years of on-again, off-again
activity, the promoters of Gilley’s honky-
tonk on South Lamar are saying that it
definitely will be open by September.

Promoted by the city as a shot in the arm
for Dallas’ convention business, it is hoped
that Gilley’swill prove to be as popular in
Dallas asit was in Pasedena before it
burned.

Earlier this year, the Scottish Rite
fraternal bodies honored Clyde W.
Howard ‘39 with their Lifetime
Achievement Award for Membership.
Clyde has served for many years as
secretary of the several bodies that make up
the Scottish Rite in this area. His service
and dedication to the organization has been
tireless and faithful. We congratulate him
on his recognition for this honor.

The South Side Railroad Modelers have
installed anew layout in the historic old
Sears Catalog Warehouse, now called the
South Side on Lamar building. It has been
converted to apartments.

The model railroad is called the South
Side and Rio Mesaline. It isafreelance
HO scale model railroad with a Texas ook
and feel that captures atime when steam
was king and the nation moved by rail.

The layout features:

1640 sq. ft. of layout room.

105 dispatcher controlled mainline and

passing turnouts.

110 additional industrial siding turnouts.

11 scale miles - 670 feet - of mainline.

Double track helix to upper yard.

Hidden staging.

Many Dallas landmarks will be
recognized in the model scenery. The
layout isawork in progress and will be
changed and added to from time to time.

The approximately 85X 20@ermanent
layout is enclosed by glass on three sides
and is easily viewable by residents, visitors
and passers by. It is open to club members
seven days aweek.

SUNSET MURALS

Earl Crumbie ‘43 isactivein the Dallas
Historical Society and told us via email
about some murals that are in the Sunset
library.

It seemsthat in 1933 the WPA got grant
money to have murals painted in various
public buildings around Dallas. This
included some public schools.

In 1934 an artist named Otis Travis
painted muralsin several schools, the East
Texas Room of the Hall of State at Fair
Park and several other buildings.

At the time the murals were painted at
Sunset, they were located on the south wall
of the hallway between the library and the
balcony of the auditorium.

Later the north wall of the hall was
removed and the south wall left intact. That
placed the murals on the south wall inside
the library where they are still in place.

Though some of the murals around town
have been restored and sealed, there are no
plans that we know of at the present to do
so with Sunset’ s murals. Another project for
us, maybe?

THE WRECKING BALL

The contractor’ swrecking ball isto
Dallas' buildings what the Grim Reaper is
to residents.

The old Sportatorium at Cadiz and
Industrial went down for the final count. In
March the current owners of the old
building obtained a demolition permit from
the city to tear it down.

In itstime the old place was a multi-
faceted venue. As awrestling arena, such
old time wrestlers as Gor geous Geor ge,
World Champion Lou Thez, FritzVon
Erich and Wahoo M cDaniel appeared
there.

It also was the home of the Big D
Jamboree for many years. Inits day it
provided a stage for such stars as Elvis
Presley, Patsy Cline, Hank Williams. Also
there was Johnny Cash, Carl Perkins,
Buddy Holly and ayoung Willie Nelson.

In itslatter days the building became a
concert venue for such acts as the Beastie
Boys.

Now the place, like many of the stars
that appeared there, is gone.

St. Ann’s Catholic school north of
downtown went down in July, at least most
of it. The developer agreed to leave the
oldest part of it for some future use.

Many generations of kids from Little
Mexico got their education at St. Ann’s. It
formerly was not politically correct to refer
to the area as“Little Mexico.” However,
the term has become so firmly embedded in
the activities that the city officially has
named the recreation center and the
housing development Little Mexico.

The Mobil station at the corner of
Buckner Blvd. and Garland Rd. in the Casa
Linda shopping center didn’t even need a
wrecking ball to take it down. Assingle
bulldozer did it in less than aday.

The beautiful old building of Spanish
Colonia architecture with ared Terra Cotta
roof was one of the last full service stations
in Dallas.

The majority of the placesto gasup are
self-service convenience stores with gas
pumps added. Some are also “co-branded”
stores that include fried chicken and pizza.

In our day, many aguy got hisfirst job
as apump jockey at a neighborhood filling
station. Remember how proud they were to
go around with ared wiping rag hanging
out of their back pocket?

Long vacant Ola Podrida on Coit Road
in North Dallasis being torn down asthisis
being written.

Thiswas a funky little shopping center
enclosed in avery large corrugated steel
covered building. It had ambience. When
you walked in you could smell the oiled
wood structure and you could hear the
wood floor squeak beneath your feet.

It featured artisan’s studios, crafts shops
and little specialty boutiques. The shop
keepers were knowledgeable and would
take the time to talk to you.

During the seventiesit had adinner
theater in it where alot of fading
entertainment stars appeared. One of the
best shows we ever saw wasthere. It
featured the Four Aces, the Four Freshmen
and the Four Lads. What a night!

OlaPodrida also featured avery large
operating model railroad layout to draw
people in. We were sorry to seeit go.

There has been no word on what is
going up in its place but we suspect it will
be pricey retirement living apartments.

Just a minute with that wrecking ball
there, fella. Back away from the old Dallas
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High School building for a bit.

Crozier Tech grads have really been
putting up a scrap to save their old school
at 2218 Bryan street. Their delaying tactics
have been effective but the issue may have
been finally decided by the time you read
this.

Although the school building has been
declared to be an historic site, there existsa
loophole whereby the current owners can
tear it down and develop the site for other
purposes.

Tech grads such as Evelyn Holt,
Marian Gibson and Delora L ewis have
been involved in the fight to preserve the
old building and its legacy of education.

Early on some kids probably had to
actually walk five milesto school but now
they are picked up by the school bus.

Rosemont nearly faced the wrecking ball
in the 1970s and now is one of Dallas
oldest elementary schools.

DALLAS STREET NAMES

The Dallas Morning News does an
occasional article on how certain streetsin
Dallas got their name.

L edbetter Drive was named after Geor ge
W. Ledbetter who was a county
commissioner for 16 years, beginning in
1916. His grandparents had settled in Oak
Cliff in 1845. He was affectionately known
as Uncle Peahulll.

Thedistrict clerk in Dallas from 1850 to
1852 named Pocahontas Street after one of
hiswife' s anestors. Edward Cabel
Browder was married to Elizabeth Coats,
who claimed kinship to Pocahontas. Y ou
will remember her as the Indian maiden
who saved Capt. John Smith of the old
Virginia Colony.

Unfortunately, Pocahontas Street
disappeared when R.L. Thornton Freeway
was built. But, Powhattan Street, named for
Pocahontas’ father, still exists. As does
Browder Street which was named for the
district clerk.

Mr. Browder wasn't the only one to
name streets for family members.

ThomasW. Field was an early real
estate developer in East Dallas. Because of
hisinfluence, Commerce Street is adirect
ride to the State Fair of Texas fairgrounds.
In 1873 he opened Dallas’ first opera
house. Church Street was renamed Field
Street and is now amain traffic path to the
new American Airlines Center.

Field Circle on Hary Hines Boulevard
and Tom W. Field Elementary on Royal
Lane are named for his nephew. Tom field
was a Dallas County commissioner from
1932-1942.

The original name of Skillman Street
was Lindbergh Lane, named for the famous
aviation pioneer, Charles Lindbergh.
Prior to World War 1, Lindbergh
expressed some sympathy for Germans so
the city renamed the street for William
Francis Skillman, a Dallas banker.

By 1975 the city had gotten over its
collective mad and named Lindgergh Drive
for the famous pilot.
